Arrival and Dismissal Procedures

Please ensure your child arrives at school on time in
order that they may benefit fully from class and
school programs, and also do not disrupt classes

already in progress.

Students are supervised at all times at school during
school hours.

If there is not an adult
at the stop to meet the student, drivers are
instructed to continue on the route, inform the bus
company and school and return the student to the
school.
